Through a permanent loan from Judy Reeves, GCAM has at its disposal the majority of ‘drag’ items once owned & worn by the late Tony Wadford, a.k.a. Queen Kong, a.k.a. Eartha Quake. GCAM, furthering the work of Tony and in his name, has created a ‘closet’ of items (his and others).  These items may be borrowed by those who would like to serve the community fundraising efforts via the ‘drag’ venue just as Tony/Eartha did for many years. 

The idea behind the closet is, for those who cannot afford due to health or financial reasons to purchase costumes for stage use, to have items available to borrow at little or no cost for single use purposes. The closet includes clothing, wigs, jewelry, shoes and purses.

The individual/group donating the item will have input as to the identification/name on the item in the catalog...any 

and all community/organizational titles can be included. All sizes appreciated.
At this time we have booked Mary’s…Naturally for a fundraiser, on September 22nd from 6 to 8pm to open Eartha's closet door  to the community. 

There will be refreshments...We are currently seeking individuals or groups who would be willing to volunteer to bring food and serve for the afternoon. Of course this/these individual/family/group[s] would be acknowledged throughout the afternoon as having donated the food and their services. 

There will also be a display of some closet items, a short show, and a little historic education at this function. Several entertainers will be wearing some of the items, which will be available from the closet.
