Excerpts from an email sent by Douggie Decker on 20 October 2001 when he donated the leather jacket to GCAM

Boots Adams was a local/national owner and maker of leather and shops throughout the country for about 30 years.  He was a founding member of Lancers MC and was the one who brought it here from NOLA (not known when that was).  

As for the jacket,  the type, style, and company that made it

went out over 20 years ago and i think they were based out of NYC.  Don't quote me on it though.  

Back in 1997 when I was getting ready to do the Mr. Texas Leather Contest, Boots Adams and Leather By Boots was my sponsor.  He gave me the jacket to wear, partly as advertising, but I think mostly because we were good friends.  It was his personal jacket at one time but didn't fit him anymore so it had just been sitting in the closet.  After

the contest weekend, whenever I went to return the things which he gave to me, he kept telling me to keep them.  Finally, I was told to quite worrying about it altogether and just use it as I saw fit.  I've had the jacket ever since. 

Boots was an integral part of the leather community here for about 30 years before he left and moved back to Canada last year.
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
