I went to the parade that year with Gary Van Otteghem.  He was a member of Michael's Care Team.  Michael could not go because of the heat. He had nearly passed out before, at outdoor events, because of all his HIV meds. He was also at Casa, at that time.  When the parade was over, I was really frustrated that Michael had not been able to come and enjoy the parade, because he never missed them.  So, as Gary and I were walking back to my car, to return to Casa I looked up at one of the triangles, and thought what the hell, and I pulled it down and took it back for Michael.

His face really lit up when I walked into his bedroom with it and he keep it there during the remainder of his hospital stay. I've kept it ever since, and I'm pleased that it finally has a wonderful home for the ages....
