2) Greg and Gregory offer to assist

4) VIP invitations—meet the models/entertainers

5) Give the models an opportunity to do a number—in personal costume, not GCAM’s—between a few runs [not all but just to juice up the show] – maybe a first come/first served…ask en mass then pick the first ones to respond [and tell them so when asking]

6) List costumes and start gathering as much history as possible on each piece—to include ‘partial’ costumes – talk to Paul Pruitt about doing ‘posters’ of those who are gone so their photo in the costume can be on the floor while being “modeled”…maybe even auction those off at the end of the evening

7) Ascertain what ‘groups’ we might have items from and invite them specifically to not only attend but possibly pick a single member to wear/show the item from that group [i.e., Robert Yale’s oriental—ask Miss Camp America if a representative would like to show that on the runway].  In the ‘announcing’ of the costume we will mention their group’s name as an organization the ‘donator’ belonged to

8) If the individual who donated costume is still available, ask if s/he’d like to wear that costume or pick someone they know to wear for them

9) Ask those who ‘loaned’ us costumes for the “On Stage—Past to Present” exhibit to wear those costumes in the show as having been on temporary loan for an exhibit examples—Rosy and her red MOM dress, Bill O’Rourke and his shamrock green dress

10) Throughout the show be sure to include:

a) ways we take in items…temp loan, perm loan, ownership

b) our outreach program…speaking at other’s meetings

c) donations, matching funds, bequests—money & items

d) traveling mini-exhibits, exhibits at comm center

e) ongoing history series w/community center

11) possible titles: “Backdoor to the Stars”  “Elegance, Evening Gowns and Auctions” “Our Community History on Parade” “From Here to Eternity—Our Community 
12) Advertise the ‘star’ items we have for a silent auction to be done separately 

13) Ask Scott Kenyon to work the auction aspect ??

14) [as suggested by Tim] find a chair and/or co-chair [unfortunately need to be aware of feuding orgs such as icoh/royal court] but all will be invited to participate and it will be theirs to explain if they choose not to be a part of ..possibilities:

a) Weldon Hickey—Krewe of Olympus, Miss Camp, etc.

b) Brian Keever—ICOH, Court, leather, drag, Pride, etc.

c) Rosy Cheeks—drag etc. [want her to do gown also]

d) Pittypat Magnolia Sugarbaker

e) [Alternate] Bob Bouton 

f) Loyd Powell [health permitting]

17) get good photographer to do whole show as these are the only time these costumes will be seen on stage again, to preserve them as a fundraiser, and because all fashion shows have runway photog’s—suggest possibility of 

18) possible guest ‘speaker’ draw—Sandy Rhineholdt of San Francisco, aka Mama of http://www.mamasfamily .org/ --maybe even co-host mc or at the least do SHORT history of community AND get her to do a ‘special’ history program at community ctr while she’s here – knowing that all our energy is going into the show, we still might want to arrange this…even if it’s a quick private thing [or maybe an invitation only vip thing in conjunction with the show] on another evening  to be shown as an historical afternoon on the next scheduled Sunday?
