1)  open the doors at 7:00 

2)  serving "build your own fajitas"--catered by Marcia Mink Gill [that would be Greg Davis] and the Gill Girls at 7:30 

3)  start the show at  8:45 

a)  dinner could be AFTER the show [but that's an earlier start time like 8:15? for the show] so it could then maybe be a VIP thing which includes you as special guest --I am assuming here that you eat fajitas ....OR....since it's voice and not dance, you may not mind being 'in the crowd' before the show and mingling while you/folks ate??? Don't know, that's a personal thing for you--just thoughts. Either way, it keeps the crowd there so maybe the bar will make a little cocktail money too. By the way, this is a special offer from me to you -- pick your own meal to eat without the crowd, before or after the show--you tell us what you want and Greg will fix it to your liking [assuming you're not dining with the masses of course] so you/we don't have to worry about closed restaurants, etc. 

b)    I am thinking that if dinner is before the show, if you're a part of that or not, we might have 'live' entertainment during dinner....5 hand picked by invitation only performers that GCAM asks to be a part of this evening. That gives folks something to watch while they eat, puts more money in the coffers, as our entertainers are always tipped, and just adds to the festivities ... of course none of that would interfere with the real headliner of the evening! 

c)    There is a pending award that GCAM has needed to give to an individual for a while now and we would like to take 5 minutes out before your show to do this on the stage....with a short break before introducing you so it doesn't appear to involve you in any way....but again, would not do this without your prior knowledge. 

    I know I mention different things to you and you always say it's up to me--but these things affect [or is that effect--I never seem to know anymore <g>] you either directly or indirectly and I don't want you to think we're trying to take over your life or change the way you prefer to do things....so I really want your input. And, don't hesitate to just simply say NO to anything I've mentioned above. I'm just trying to put together the best possible evening I can to make this a great night for all of us! 

    I am diligently looking for underwriters for the catering and hotel....we need to talk about the business end for you as well at this point since both shows you've done for us have been different with respect to that....I didn't carbon Reece on this because it's so much info and complicated but I can shoot it off to him if that's what I should do...or I can send something more simple that's strictly contract business.....just let me know then consider it done. 

    If we're going to be working with Leslie on a poster.....which I am very excited about btw.....is it going to be possible to make changes/additions to the original as we move along? I mean, if someone underwrites the catering, I would want they're name or logo added to the poster if possible--that kind of thing. Since I'm so used to making really bad posters myself it's

never been a question I needed to ask.... 

    And finally, always save the pushiest for last, we would love to do a t-shirt with the poster, our logo and the show date on it and sell them at the show...or even pre show if we can get them done fairly quickly....would that be ok with you and if so, how does that work contractually? We would, after all, be using your beautiful smile on them!

Add to the other info and requests--I'd like to do a raffle, maybe more

than one item, but for sure ONE nice [related] item for the evening. Not

sure exactly what that would be just yet. Could we prevail upon you to draw the winning ticket after the show????
