It was begin October 14, 1999 and business is conducted by the membership.

25%   Education of individuals and groups by conducting historical seminars, having meetings and one-on-one sessions with individuals about the history of our community.  These will include historical tours. Education is the ultimate primary focus of our organization which was begun on October 14, 1999 and whose business is conducted by the membership.
