You may have already heard that there's a new organization in Houston.  It is the Gulf Coast Archives and Museum for Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual and Transgender History, Inc.  As our name implies, we feel that it is extremely important for all members of the gay, lesbian, bisexual and transgender community here in the gulf coast area be included in our efforts and are making every effort to see that part of our dream come true.

In July of this year there was an announcement of a meeting, just to see if there was an interest in this sort of endeavor.  The Montrose Branch Library meeting room filled with thirteen very excited people that afternoon. Since then, there have been several more meetings and much has been accomplished. We now have in place an elected slate of Executive Officers, by-laws, a working set of Policies and Procedures, and our Statement of Purpose.   We have received our corporation status from the State of Texas. We have filed for our 501[c]3 status, which we hope to receive very soon.  So as you can see, though the majority of it is paperwork, we are moving rapidly toward achieving our goals and dreams.
