Mission Statement

Gulf Coast Archive and Museum of Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual and Transgender 

History, Inc. was created to collect, preserve and provide access to historical 

items from the GLBT community in the gulf coast area of Texas. The archive 

shall encourage education of and research by anyone (regardless of race, 

ethnicity, sexual orientation, age or religion), interested in learning about any 

aspects of the GLBT community. The museum shall sponsor meetings for the 

dissemination of information and display of collected materials

Part II question 1

1. History and Description of the Organization:

The organization was created in October 1999 to collect, preserve and provide access to historical items from the Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual, and Transgender (GLBT) community; to encourage education and research for anyone (regardless of race, ethnicity, sexual orientation, age or religion) interested in learning about aspects of the GLBT community and to sponsor meetings for communication and display of collected materials.  In our five years in existence we have amassed over 15,000 items. 

“Pride Through the Ages,” June 2000, spanned three decades. We participated in the Pride Parade 2000. Veteran’s Day, November 11, 2000, saw our second exhibit. “Scouts, Sports and the Military” open to the public.  EMPOWER 2000 was a six-walled exhibit.

We participated in Pride 2001 by hosting an event in our new location, 1609 W. Main #4, presenting our third exhibit, “ON STAGE– Past to Present,” while collecting materials for a Time Capsule.  EMPOWER 2001, we had another six-wall ‘mini- museum’ exhibit. We also took in the final items for the Time Capsule, which we sealed at the end of the day. It is scheduled to be opened by H.A.T.C.H. in the year 2026. 

While showing our next exhibit, “Art for Arts Sake,” at our location, we assisted the Holocaust Museum Houston in bringing in and installing the traveling exhibit "Nazi Persecution of Homosexuals" under the direction of Collin Keel.  Our name was included as a participating sponsor.  

We feel our most important accomplishment was our opening exhibit. It showed

 positive proof of our local existence throughout time. It spanned three decades of 

Houston history by consecutive year. It included local items dating to 1950.

Part II question 3

The general membership votes on and decides what monies will be utilized for public relations or other related expenditures, as well as any other major expenditures.  The Executive committee meets and votes on expenditures such as archival supplies. The treasurer keeps the financial records of the corporation and is responsible for disbursing funds to pay the expenses of the corporation.

Part II question 4

We are an all volunteer organization and have no paid positions.

Part II question 5

a) In preparation for our exhibits or events we have had a total of 46 volunteers working on various phases of the projects.  This accounts only for people who were able to volunteer time and labor, it is not inclusive of those who donated or loaned items to the museum/archives.   Additionally, in the first year 9 more people had donated their time and energies to originally create the organization.

b) Since the needs are so varied where volunteers are concerned (that is the work could be anything from building walls for exhibits to placing paper in plastic sleeves) the training is mostly a few minutes of discussion and possibly demonstration.  The actual “open” hours for the museum/archives has been covered by one or more members of the executive committee and a small handful of trained volunteers.  

Training for data entry is done by the computer committee using software specifically designed for our needs.

Part II question 6

We are located in the exact center of what Houston calls the “Museum District’ and are two blocks from the DeMenil.  We also serve the Montrose area via a satellite exhibit within the Lesbian and Gay Community Center on Hawthorne Street.  We serve the Gulf Coast area of Texas.  Because we have a presence on the internet we have the capability of reaching thousands of individuals who have access to computers.  This includes online photographs as well as the archival materials.

Part II question 7

a) Gulf Coast Archive and Museum (GCAM) is partnering with the Houston Gay and Lesbian Community Center in a Recorded Community History Project.  We will be interviewing individuals/groups/organizations in a public forum at the Community Center, which will be taped/recorded and preserved by GCAM.  This tape will be turned over to a local television station for scheduled public viewing. The best possible recording devices are now digital.  We would like to use this type of equipment in order to preserve these items for the longest possible future use. It is also the best means for recording when transferring the information to recording equipment for use at television stations.  In conjunction with this current project, we are requesting equipment which will enable us to transfer older VCR tapes onto DVD’s for longer lasting preservation.

b) The only other program known in the area is a recording of individual’s histories within an organization named LOAF,  includes only lesbian history.  The difference is that these histories are kept by the organziation and are not available for public viewing whereas ours would not only be recorded publicly, shown on television and be available for private viewing but also will be inclusive of all aspects of the GLBT community.

d) A small group of volunteers will be needed to prepare the room auditorium style with chairs and podium/table, one to do the taping of the interview, 2-3 to help serve refreshments during the intermission, and one to serve as MC for introductions and to lead the question/answer session toward the end.  As we are an all volunteer organization, no new staff would be added to run the program.

We would evaluate the program by watching the attendance of the programs and media interest it generates.  We would also be willing to do any evaluation required/suggested by the Hollyfield Foundation.

GCAM would be willing to have made and display, in the area of the history program recording, a plaque denoting the charitable generosity of Jay Hollyfield and the Hollyfield Foundation.
