HISTORY

In 1999, a group of 13 individuals came together to discuss why Houston did not have a gay, lesbian, bisexual and transgender (GLBT) museum.  From these discussions, it was determined that Houston should have one.  Committees were created to formulate bylaws as well as policies and procedures, and in October of that year, the group officially held elections and filed incorporation papers with the State of Texas.  In June 2000, the group opened its original museum in donated space and in June 2001, moved into its current space at 1609 W. Main in Houston.

During the three years of existence, the museum has mounted four exhibits, serviced 17 individuals doing research, counted over 200 people walking through the doors of the museum, participated in Empower (the local GLBT exposition), participated in Houston Pride Week (either in the parade, in events, or both).  We have sponsored (alone or with other groups), a number of historical presentations with speakers.  We have also made smaller presentations to individual groups.  We have taken in roughly 2000 boxes of historical materials, including newsprint, photographs, costumes, tapes, books, videos and buttons.

PAID STAFF

GCAM does not have a paid staff.

VOLUNTEERS

GCAM currently has about 11 active volunteers.  These include people who catalog materials, routinely clip articles from local mainstream publications, are willing to assist in the pickup and delivery of collections or other tasks as needed.  Training for our online catalog is currently provided by the chair or the secretary.  This training includes proper handling of archival materials as well as the system itself.  Other training takes place when and if needed for a particular project.  There is no specific organization of these volunteers at this time.

COMMUNITY

Houston is the hub of a metropolitan area of over 4,000,000 people of which roughly 400,000 are members of the GLBT community.  It includes people of all ethnicities.  GCAM services this community by saving the history of the GLBT community via the archives and as an educational tool via the museum.  The museum maintains a “no admission price” policy in an attempt to reach persons of all income levels.  The museum has had visitors as young as 9 and as old as 88.  Our membership includes 21 paid individual members, 3 paid group members, as well as 71 donor members.

PROPOSAL

GCAM currently owns many posters which are currently being stored flat between two pieces of coraplast.  Additionally, we also have a number of newspaper pages which are also being stored in a similar fashion.  While this is suitable as a temporary solution, it does not allow them to be handled easily by researchers or our staff.  We are seeking to purchase appropriate archival materials to more appropriately store these records.

This project will require the help of 1-2 volunteers to apply the posters to the poster boards and insert the newspaper pages into the album pages.  It is anticipated that this project will take 3 to 4 months.

The executive board will check the status of the project on a monthly basis to ensure that it is continuing as expected.  The ultimate evaluation will simply be reviewing that all posters and newsprint pages are properly stored using the new archival materials.

Self-adhesive mounting boards for posters is an acid free board with safe ph neutral cold application acrylic adhesive which will not damage or discolor the posters.  It is great not only for display purposes but also for storage of these things.  We have approximately 100 posters of various sizes.
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An archival scrapbook album (size 20” by 26”) to accommodate newspaper sized sheets.  The scrapbook comes with 25 pages (to hold 50 pages of newsprint) of ivory acid-free sheets and we would like to get an additional 25 giving us the capacity of storing 100 pages of newsprint.
