This, in a smaller way, also ‘perpetuates’ the name and title of the monarch making the donation to the Closet set up in Eartha’s name. Items donated by other individuals will not be treated in such a ‘royal’ fashion as the name of the donator will be noted for our records but no title/photo of said donator will accompany it’s picture in the album.
